Research Paper: Students may begin working on a research paper during the first semester



but will not receive a final grade for it until the second semester.  They will be



given specific guidelines for the paper.  The first draft will be a temporary grade



which should improve with the final draft.  If a student fails to hand in a final 


draft or does not hand in the first draft and grading sheet with the final draft, then



the first draft grade will become the permanent grade.



The research paper counts as 5 test grades for the quarter in which the final draft 


is recorded.

Notebooks:
Students needs to purchase a 3-ring notebook (for this class only).  It should be    1 and 1/2 to 2 inches, any color.  They also need dividers labeled TESTS, LIT., GRAM., VOC., and WRITING.  The notebook will be graded at the end of each nine weeks.

This notebook should 
be any shade of red.  It will be used to keep all of the papers the students write during the time they are at BGBS.
